1. (0-3) People will walk into the room. We will immediately split them up between sex and into 4 groups. Josh will take the guys and Jess will take the girls. Guys Script: Wahat up boys?!?? You guys ready for Battle of the Sexes? Is it true that there have been many before, yes, but none like this. This is the TRUE Battle of the Sexes. 3.  (18-26) We will have each group dress up a teammates as the perfect guy/girl.  

Jess: What is the stereotypical guy/girl like?  Discuss within your groups. (26-28)
4.  (28-41) Play a round of soccer against the teams across from you.  

5.  (41-49) Have a mini dance party.  

Josh: why do we feel the need to put each other into stereotypes if they do not represent the entire male or female sex? (49-51)

5.  (51-58) Everyone will get in a circle and hold hands.  Josh and Jess will try to run through their hands to get into the middle.  They will have to hold tight to try to not let us, the “obstacles” in.  

Jess: How can we break these stereotypes? Discuss as a whole group.  (58-60)

Josh: We are hoping that the Battle between the sexes ends today.

Jess: Just as we helped you to switch views of this simple ballroom within the context of a three-legged race, we also hope that we have helped you to see the other sex in a different light.

Josh: Stereotypes of no gender are correct.

Jess: Each of us is an individual, independent of what the media thinks of us.

Josh: Independent of what our friends think.

Jess: Independent of how our significant others treat us.

Josh: Don’t be held back by your gender.

Jess: Don’t hold others back based on their gender.

Josh: We are equal.

Jess: We are not stereotypes.
