Inductions Plans

“MLIBBG”
The theme of this program is My Life Is BBG. All of the activities involved in this program will be interactive and will relate to the topic of being a teenager, versus being a B’nai Brith Girl. It is sisterhood, creativity, and social action filled. This program is also an inductions program. We will have a ceremony at the end to induct the new members of our chapter. The inductions ceremony will tie into to theme of the program as well.

Mixer- Say: name, grade, school, make up one “MLIBBG”, and read the MLIBBG slip in front of you (from the website)
Activity: Circle hand clap game- Everyone gets into a circle on the floor and puts their hands in front of them. Everyone crosses their hands, so that the person next to them has their hands in-between their own on the floor. One person starts off by slapping the ground with their hand. The hand next to them slaps the ground, and so on. But, if someone double-slaps the ground, then the circle of hand slapping goes into the other direction. (This is short)
The point of this activity is to literally show a ripple effect and how other people’s choices and decisions affect our choices and decisions in life, and how we can either go with the flow or go our own path. 
Activity: Human Game of Life/bead making/choices activity- In this activity there will be a narrator reading a Game of Life script. The script will be based off of the board game, but all of the scenarios will be based around decisions teenagers have to make in their life. 
Each girl will have a piece of string in front of them and different colored beads. They will make a bracelet as the game progresses. For example, the narrator will read a scenario and will say “if you choose option A put a red bead on your bracelet, and if you choose option B put a green bead on your bracelet.” At the end, the girls will have a complete bracelet based off of the decisions in life.
Activity: SHORT wrap up about discussion about choices and about being a teen vs. BBG. We will have an open discussion based off of questions the narrator will ask about making choices, peer pressure, and making different choices than “normal” teenagers, because we are BBGs. *this is to get in the discussion of alcohol/drugs that Sara Starrfield suggested*
Activity: Havdallah/Cheer Circle! 
Activity: Dinner combined with…
Decorate pin boxes and picture frames- the girls will be given blank pin boxes and picture frames to decorate with lots of supplies. They can put all of their BBG pins in their new box, and fill their picture frame with BBYO memories.
Activity: pre inductions- The mood of the program changes. The atmosphere will be dark and lit with candles and soft music will be playing. The girls will be given envelopes, paper, and markers. They will be asked to write a letter to themselves that they will get mailed to them when they graduate.  There will be paper bags around the room with each girl’s name on it that is at the program. The girls will be asked to write letters to other girls at program and slip them into their brown bag while they are waiting for other girls to finish their letters.
Activity: Inductions – ceremony to induct new members.
