Mixer- Say: name, grade, school, make up one “MLIBBG” or “MLISTAR” or “MLI….”
Activity: Dinner combined with Decorate pin boxes and Stars- the girls were given blank pin boxes and Stars to decorate with lots of supplies. They put all of their BBG pins in their new box. Each girl got a partner of another girl she didn’t know very well. They decorated their Stars for each other.
 Activity: Havdallah/Cheer Circle!
 
Activity: Human Game of Life/bead making/choices activity- In this activity there were 2 narrators reading a Game of Life script. The script was based off of the board game, but all of the scenarios were based around decisions teenagers have to make in their life.
 
Each girl had a piece of string in front of them and different colored beads. They made a bracelet as the game progressed. At the end, the girls had a complete bracelet based off of their decisions in life.

Activity:  Wrap up about discussion about choices and about being a teen vs. BBG. We had an open discussion based off of questions the narrator will ask about making choices, peer pressure, and making different choices than “normal” teenagers, because we are BBGs.
 
Activity: Inductions– The mood of the program changed and we made a special atmosphere full of candles. The members were inducted using the International Inductions Speech (attached). All of the inductees got certificates signed by me (the Mit mom) the regional Mit mom, our advisor, and N’siah. The inductees also got their own decorated tea light candles and purple painted BBG pins.  
 
Activity: Good and Welfare
