How to ask the questions:

Please wait for the second blow of the horn to begin.

4. Where is the lowest point (below sea level) on earth?
Correct Answer: The Dead Sea

5. Which city is associated with Jewish Mysticism and Kabbala?
Correct Answer: Tzefat

6. What is the Hebrew name for Passover ?
Correct Answer: Pesach

Zen counting in Hebrew

How to: Everyone gets in one big circle.  Each person in the group must say one number out loud.  There can be no particular order.
