Extreme Jewish Survivor
Leor and Zoe: Welcome to The Jewish Survivor. Today’s activities will be a test of your minds and of your ability to work as a team. There are 8 groups—only one will survive. Here are your teams: (read out teams/make teams). 

Appoint one person to be the team captain-- they will be responsible for your team being at the right station on time, and holding onto all of your teams and beads. You will have a board member with your group, they will be guides for the team.

There will be eight stations, you must go to all of them. You will be competing against the other teams as well as the clock. A series of questions about Jewish trivia or basic Jewish knowledge will be asked at each station, the goal is to get as many right as possible. When you get a question right, you will receive a bead. Hold onto your beads. If you lose one, you won’t get another. We will count them all up at the end of the program. You will be required to perform one task as a team at the end of the question session at each station. Everyone in your team must be a part of completing the task. If you complete this task before time runs outs, you will receive a rubber band. Put this in your plastic bag as well. 

People leading stations: Staff

Stations are: Babylonians, Egyptians, Greeks, Nazis, Persians, Palestinians, Romans, Ignorant People 

People with groups: board members should not be captains, but guides for the team. Board members are required to participate in their respective teams, and will have a copy of this paper to follow. 

After rotations( everyone reconvenes in big room, sits with their teams. Person with oratory skill reads quote below out loud.

*If the statistics are right, the Jews constitute but one quarter of one percent of the human race.  It suggests a nebulous puff of star dust lost in the blaze of the Milky Way. He has made a marvelous fight in this world in all ages; and has done it with his hands tied behind him. He could be vain of himself and be excused for it.  The Egyptians, the Babylonians and the Persians rose, filled the planet with sound and splendor, then faded to dream-stuff and passed away; the Greeks and Romans followed and made a vast noise, and they were gone; other people have sprung up and held their torch high for a time but it burned out, and they sit in twilight now, and have vanished.

 Small discussion within groups afterwards about what makes the Jews immortal. Group member/captain tells everyone what the team decided. 

After discussion, Zoe and Leor will come up and explain that education is what makes the Jewish people immortal, because we cannot survive if we do not know about our traditions, history, and our religion.
Tasks for each group:

· Zen counting in Hebrew (eyes closed counting)

· Team Jump Rope (singing David Melech)

· Human Knot

· Do Tashlicht into buckets spaced out at different distances

· Blow Shofar for 10 seconds

· Chad Gad Ya—sing song and act out animal noises, last person repeats all

· Spell Shema in Hebrew with bodies

· Dreidel spinning 

Program Timing:

Introduction/getting into teams: 15 min.

Time at each stations: 4 min. X 8 stations (at the least) = 32 min

Time between stations: 1 min. X 8 rotations (at the least) = 8 min.

Conclusion: 25 min.
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Approximately 1 hour and 20 minutes.
